INTRODUCTION

At the dawn of independent Kazakhstan, there was no offshore oil industry in the North Caspian. There was nothing
but a dream that oil could be found. Since then, a dream has become reality. On November 18, 1997, the Republic of
Kazakhstan agreed with a Consortium of the world's leading oil and gas companies on a legal framework — the North
Caspian Sea Production Sharing Agreement — that paved the way for the largest foreign direct investment project in
the history of the newly-independent country. And pursuant to PSA Section 20, the Consortium is obliged to undertake
Social and Infrastructure Projects (SIPs) targeted to deliver the benefits of the North Caspian Project to the local
community.

Under the North Caspian Sea PSA, NCOC allocates a budget each year for the development of the Social and
Infrastructure Projects. For the recent 5 years, this budget amounted to US$50 million. The funds (for the construction
of schools, kindergartens, hospitals, sport facilities, as well as utilities such as roads, electric power and water supply
lines and other infrastructure designed to benefit the community) are split equally between the Atyrau and Mangystau
regions, where North Caspian Project activities are centered. Between 1998 and 2018, 200 SIPs were completed. The
cumulative spend on the Social and Infrastructure Projects has thus reached almost US$620 million as of December
2018.

Social and Infrastructure Projects are generally proposed by Regional Akimats (governments). Proposals are analyzed by
NCOC and the PSA Authority to ensure they comply with PSA requirements and the Operator’s sustainable development
strategy, and are developed into projects in close collaboration with the Oblast Akimats. Once approved, NCOC is
responsible for all stages of design and engineering, contract tender and execution up to handover. In order to comply
with the NCOC strategic targets of sustainable growth, the SIPs shall attract local companies to projects’ implementation
to support the development of local content, demonstrating sustainable benefits for local population.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES HOSPITAL
Handed over in 2016

Regional Infectious Diseases Hospital in Atyrau city has
become the main institution preventing the emergency
situations in the region — it provides up-to-date level
services in prevention, localization and treatment of
infectious diseases, as well as treatment of casualties
from any man-made and natural disasters.

Receiving-examination rooms, premises for visitors,
intensive care units, a clinical diagnostic laboratory,
a microbiological group, a diagnostics section and
a sterilization room - all these are located in one
building.

Currently, along with infectious disease profile,

the medical care in the new hospital is provided

under the cardiology, endocrinology, surgery,
otorhinolaryngology and traumatology profiles. It

also has the intensive care and surgery departments.
Expanded profile and increased volume of the medical
care provided to population by the hospital has
become possible primarily thanks to NCOC's support,
as the modern and standard-compliant medical facility
works perfectly to meet the needs of both patients and
staff.
